an interim and interlocutory injunction until the trial of this action and a permanent injunction thereafter; restraining the Defendants Donald James Townsend and Anne-Marie Townsend ("Defendants") from altering, modifying, adjusting, working on, or in any way manipulating the easement passing over Lot 73, Registrar's Compiled Plan H-737, city of Sault Ste. Marie, District of Algoma, which easement provides a right of way in favour of the owners of Lot Number 67, Plan H-737, being the Defendant's.

pre-judgement and post-judgement interest pursuant to the Court of Justice Act, R.S.O. 1990, c. C.43, as 

amended;

the Plaintiffs' costs of this action on a solicitor and client basis; and 

g) 
such further and other relief as to this Honourable Court may seem just;
